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Generations of Virtue is a company that is committed to providing resources that encourage young people in their walk toward purity.  I was given two resources to review.  The first was a set of books for young ladies called “Celebrating Womanhood.”  The second was a novel (in allegorical style) for young men called “Teknon and the Champion Warriors.”  
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I was very excited to have the opportunity to review these resources, because these are resources that not just I, but several of my friends with pre-teen daughters, have been looking for.  The “Celebrating Womanhood” books are three books that discuss the changes that occur in a girl’s body as she develops into a woman.  Two of the books are for the daughter and one is for the mom.  The mom’s book is a reference that discusses the biological and hormonal changes that a pre-teen girl undergoes.  It also gives tips on how and when to talk to your daughter about these changes.  The first book for the daughter is to be read together before she begins experiencing bodily changes.  It is to tell her what to expect and how to prepare.  The second book is for just after she begins her period to help her understand the various changes she is experiencing, deal with PMS, deal with premature or late developing in relation to her friends, etc.  All of the books are biblically based, giving solid biblical answers to this vital time of life.  One of the neat aspects of these books is the way it deals with the issue of blood from a biblical standpoint – talking about the life-giving properties of blood, the fact that women get to share in the creation of life and the eternal life of Jesus’ blood sacrifice on our behalf.  These are connections that I don’t think I would have made on my own, but provided a neat perspective on periods.
The other nice thing about this book set, is that it is specifically, and ONLY, about bodily changes and how to deal with them in a right manner.  There is no discussion in these books about sexuality or purity.  This makes it an ideal resource for using with younger girls, when you want to prepare them for the changes they will soon experience, but are not yet ready to delve into the deeper issues of sexual purity and choices.  Many books on the market combine the two, or focus more on sexual purity, only barely touching on bodily changes, which makes them inappropriate at times for younger girls.  This is a “safe” and biblically sound resource for any age girl who needs to prepare for her changing body.  This 3-book set sells for $18.99.  
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The novel for boys is an allegorical fantasy novel.  It is aimed at boys from about 12-16.  The novel is about a boy named Teknon, who goes on a quest with his father and 4 mentors to destroy the plans of the Evil One.  Throughout the journey, Teknon is faced with challenges and temptations common to young men.  Sometimes he stumbles, sometimes he resists victoriously.  Through all of it, his father and the mentors guide him, teach him and sometimes protect him (from himself and outside influences), toward the end result of him learning what it takes to be a CHAMPION warrior.  He learns the CHAMPION pledge as he goes along, each letter of the word representing a part of the pledge.  It is a good story, with a lot of teaching points throughout.  I had my almost 14-year-old son read it.  He was reluctant to read it at first.  From the cover, he wasn’t sure he would like the genre.  He did give it a try, however, and after a couple of chapters he came back and said it “wasn’t bad.”  Here were some of his comments about the book.
“As an allegory, it is a little overdone.  It sometimes loses the allegorical feeling and sounds more devotional, or preachy.  As a fantasy novel it is a little overdone as well.  Some of the situations are not easily believable.  The ‘superpowers’ of the characters are a little too ‘super’ at times.  But overall, it is a good story and makes a lot of good points.”  

Generations of Virtue also produces a father-son study guide set to accompany Teknon, which I did not review.  The website says that it provides fill-in-the-blank questions that go along with the themes of the book and creative ideas for activities that reinforce the teaching points and more.  The entire set of Teknon books (novel and study guides) sells for $42.99.
