Noah’s Ark Playset
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I reviewed One 2 Believe back in December, when I received the Nativity playset.  We recently received the Noah’s Ark playset to review as well.  I should first say, Noah’s Ark is my kindergarten son’s all-time-favorite Bible story, so I was pretty excited to receive this playset for him to play with.  

There isn’t anything I don’t like about the Noah’s Ark playset.  The set comes with an ark with a removable top and a ramp, Noah, and 14 animals (a male and a female of a lion, ostrich, donkey, camel, sheep, elephant and monkey).  The figures are adorable!  I mentioned the cute donkey in the nativity playset, and now there are two of them!  I was particularly impressed that the differences between the male and female in each species are accurately portrayed.  The figures are extremely durable PVC which should be virtually indestructible for little ones (though it is not necessary safe for “chewers”).  

I particularly like the “storage” aspect of this playset.  Everything fits nicely into the ark, including the ramp, and the top snaps on easily for compact and neat storage.  This was my one problem with the nativity set, there wasn’t a nice and neat way to store all the pieces.  


There was only one problem with the playset in our house.  My 11 year old began to fight with my 5 year old over the playset!  Well, that is obviously a problem with my house, and not with the playset – but it had obvious appeal to children older than its intended audience!  


My son’s favorite part of the set was the animals.  He loves animals, and these are SOOOOO cute!  He loves the lion most of all, even wanting to take it to his little speech class for a show-and-tell type of activity.  His only “complaint” with the playset is that it needs more animals, in his opinion.  


The one other thing that is slightly negative, in my opinion, is the little booklets that come with the playsets.  They are intentionally brief, I am sure, but I think they could be a little more comprehensive on the story represented by the set.  Of course, for the most part, people who are going to be buying these playsets will undoubtedly already be familiar with the stories and can go to the source for their story, but I think a children’s style book to accompany the sets would enhance the products.  

This particular playset is priced at $29.99, which may be more than many parents would be willing to pay for a Noah’s ark, but it really is a cute set and has great child-appeal.  You can also buy smaller sets (just animals, or Noah and a few animals) without buying the whole set, if you are looking for a lower priced option.  
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
